Appointments and Installation Access:
All appointments and installation access must be coordinated through the Hurlburt Field Housing Privatization Project Manager, Mr. Richard Chin.  Contact information is provided below.  Note the following rules and restrictions:
· Access to the installation is by appointment only.

· Appointments will be made on a “first come - first serve” basis.

· Appointments, including full names of ALL individuals visiting, should be made at least three business days in advance.

· Only one Developer team will be received at a time.

· All members of a team must present government issued photo identification such as a passport or driver’s license, and company identification or letter of authorization.
· All visitors must be escorted at all times while on the installation.
· Privatization personnel will coordinate all access requests through the Visitor’s Center and will serve as your escort.  Once the visit is complete, visitors will be escorted back to the Main Gate.
Photo and Camera Policy:

Photography on the installation is allowed only within the housing areas to be leased.  Visitors may not photograph any installation areas other than those that are part of the project.  Once the appointment is scheduled, please provide a list of the individuals who will be taking photographs (including full name and position), a list of the areas that will be photographed and the date of the visit.  Cameras are subject to inspection before and after visits are complete.
