SUBJECT: Summary of Results from Edwards AFB 1987 RAMP and Current Status 
1. The 1987 RAMP performed at Edwards AFB surveyed 2705 buildings. 
2. Of the 2705 buildings surveyed, 2700 had a radon concentration below the 4 pCi/L remedial action level (“low risk” for radon exposure). Five buildings had a radon concentration >= 4 pCi/L. The results for these buildings are in Table 1 below.

3. These five buildings have either been demolished or are in the process of being demolished due to the construction of new houses at Edwards AFB. Thus, there are currently no outstanding buildings that require mitigation to reduce their radon levels. 
4. We resumed ongoing radon monitoring in September 2006 for the approximately 500 houses and 150 occupational facilities constructed since the 1987 RAMP. Results will be available in fall 2007. Additionally, to ensure that in the future new buildings are surveyed per requirements, Bio has authored an internal “Radon Management Program” OI. 
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
