Pine Wilt Prevention
K-State Research in 2002 is the basis for a method of preventing pine wilt in Scotch and Austrian Pines. The work was done by Dr. Ned Tisserat, Extension Plant Pathologist and Randy James, a graduate student. Greyhound and Pinetect (abamectin) have been labeled for prevention of pine wilt. Several companies in Wichita are offering the injection service.

Short Summary:

75-96% survival  rate over non-injected trees

The product is for prevention of pine wilt

Trees showing symptoms of pine wilt cannot be saved. It is not curative.

It is an injection with 40-50 psi pressure into the trunk

It is not a spray to the foliage or trunk.

Pinetect and Greyhound /Abamectin is sold to commercial applicators only.

Trees must be treated every other year.

Injection is done near the soil line

Injection is done during summer months/growing season

Due to cost, it is most practical on individual specimen trees.
